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What is self-billing?

Self-billing means that invoices are issued on behalf of the system user by the Transmission System Operator
(TSO).

The TSO prepares monthly reports on neutrality and balancing activities and informs system users
accordingly.

Until now, invoices for positive imbalance transactions (TSO purchases gas surplus injected into the
transmission system) and negative neutrality fees were prepared by the system user based on the operator’s
monthly reports.

Going forward, the TSO will prepare invoices for these transactions on behalf of the system user and send
them electronically—either through the Common Zone platform or to the specified email address.

How it works

1. The TSO prepares monthly neutrality and balancing reports for the relevant period, considering each
system user’s imbalance position and the daily balancing price.

2. The TSO issues the invoice on behalf of the user, including all elements required by the regulatory
framework, and make a payment to the user’s account specified in the balancing service agreement.

3. Theinvoice is sent to the user electronically—through the Common Zone platform or to the specified
email address.

User notification

e Information about the application of self-billing is included in the Balancing Rules.

e Each invoice is clearly noticed as a self-billing invoice.

o Users can verify the invoice calculation and request explanations if needed.
Responsibility and transparency

e The TSO is responsible for the accuracy of invoice calculations and compliance with regulatory

requirements.

o Users retain the right to review invoices and report errors.

e The procedure ensures that invoices are issued timely, consistently, and transparently.
Advantages

e Reduces administrative burden for system users.

e Ensures fast and accurate invoice preparation and payment.

e Promotes transparency and compliance with regulations.

User obligations

o Verify received invoices and notify the TSO of any discrepancies or errors.
e Retain invoices in accordance with regulatory requirements.
